The competition will begin at approximately 9:30 a.m., and applicants should arrive
at least 10 minutes prior to their performance. You must be present to compete
(video tapes or DVDs are not permitted).

Results will be e-mailed to competitors the afternoon of the competition.

The first-place winner of the competition will receive a $500 cash award
and may be asked to perform at an orchestra concert or event.
